2. to store, for their individual use:

a. the Information; 

b. any Manipulated Information;

c. any Derived Data;

3. to send, solely for academic purposes, limited extracts of Information and/or Manipulated Information or Derived Data:

a. around and outside the University of Exeter (University); or

b. to any other offices or subsidiaries of the University where there are currently no Services;

provided that it is done in a non-systematic manner and (except for Derived Data) is attributed to Thomson Reuters;

4. to systematically send, solely for academic purposes, Information and Manipulated Information:

a. around the University;  and 

b. to any other offices or subsidiaries of the University where there are currently no Services;

provided that the University has complied with the necessary access declarations and audits (see paragraph 9 below).  

5. subject to third party information providers, to systematically send, solely for academic purposes, Derived Data:

a. outside the University; or

b. to any other offices or subsidiaries of the University where there are currently no Services

provided that in each case, such sending of information outside the University does not form part of a saleable product;

Users acknowledge that:

6. Information can be stored only for as long as Users have access to the Services unless any law, regulation or convention requires it to be held for a longer period.

7. at the end of the permitted storage period the Information must be deleted, although Manipulated Information or Derived Data does not have to be deleted provided that it is stored in such a way that it cannot practicably be identified. 

8. Thomson Reuters may use data about the way Services are used to customise, obtain feedback and/or (subject to the User’s consent) market the Services in accordance with:

a. data protection rules and privacy policy set out at www.thomsonreuters.com; and/or

b. in a data protection notice or privacy notice provided to individuals as part of the Service;

except where the law requires Thomson Reuters to retain the data for longer, in which case Thomson Reuters shall be able to use such data for a reasonable period after it was generated.

a. around and outside the University; or

b. to any other offices or subsidiaries of the University where there are currently no Services;

without Reuter’s prior approval.

12. store any Information without Reuter’s prior approval

13. contact Thomson Reuters directly with any queries concerning the Services or to seek approval. In such circumstances, where Users experience difficulties, Users must contact the School Manager at the School of Business and Economics in order to go through official University channels.
